He has had quite an interesting life
but is happy to have settled down in Altavista. He grew
up in Glenn Rogers, West Va.-a mining town, and fin-
ished high school in Mullins W.Va. After a stint in the Air
Force he became a hospital orderly and lived in Pitts-
burgh, Pa. and later in New Jersey. Harry got tired of the
cities and moved to Altavista to be close to family who

had located here. His first job
here was with the Lane Com-
pany in the Chip Core depart-
ment. He remembers how
much the glue bothered his
eyes. Later he worked at
BGF and then did construc-
tion work. For 10 years he
worked for the Town of Alta-
vista at the Wastewater
Treatment Plant. At times he
worked another job at a
Truck Stop. When Harry ap-
plied for a Habitat house he
was living in a rental house
that was infested with
roaches and mice. He was
praying for a good, safe place
to live and asked God to help
him. He also prayed for a
good, Christian wife. When
he was accepted as a Partner
family, Harry was excited but
had no idea that he would

soon meet the lady who was
to become his wife. When
asked how being a Habitat
home-owner had changed
his life, Harry said, “I never
expected to own a place of
my own that could compare
with this home.” He also
said his house was “God
Sent.” In his spare time he
loves to work in the yard
and has a nice garden be-
hind his house. He has some
health problems, but has a
great attitude and hopes to
spend many years in his new
home.
